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PUPPY SALES CONTRACT











_________________________________________________________,  hence referred to as the Seller,  and ______________________________________________________, hence referred to as the Buyer, hereby agree as follows:


This agreement is made and entered into this ______ day of __________________ 20____.


The purpose of this agreement is to set forth the terms and conditions for purchase of a purebred Miniature Schnauzer puppy  from the litter whelped on____________________________________ out of _______________________________ and________________________________________________.





1. Seller warrants that the above described puppy/dog is a purebred ______________�registerable with the ___________________________ and that registration papers �have ____have not_______ been provided to the Buyer as of the date of the completed purchase.





2. Seller warrants that the above-described puppy/dog is in good health at the time Buyer assumes ownership. Buyer agrees to have the puppy examined by a licensed Veterinarian with two (2) days (not including weekends and holidays) of receipt of puppy/dog.


If, as a result of the examination, the Veterinarian determines that the puppy/dog is not in good health then the Buyer shall elect to keep the puppy/dog or return the puppy/dog to the Seller for a refund. If the buyer elects to return the puppy, Buyer shall, within 10 days after the date of the signing of this contract, send to Seller by certified mail a written Veterinarian's certificate stating that the puppy/dog was in ill health when examined. Upon receipt by Seller of said certificate, Buyer shall be obligated to return the puppy/dog to Sellers at Buyers expense. Upon receipt of the puppy/dog, the Seller shall be obligated to refund all monies received from Buyer toward the purchase price of the puppy/dog, and further performance under this contract shall be null and void. All action taken to return the puppy/dog shall be done with the best interest of the puppy/dog in mind include temperature at time of shipment, non-stop flights, 





3. Seller warrants that the puppy/dog sold hereunder is progeny of animals x-rayed and certified clear of hip dysplasia. If said puppy/dog develops hip dysplasia within 14 months from date of birth, the Buyer may return the dog to Seller and will receive a replacement puppy/dog of like quality from the next available litter, or may keep the dog, which will be spayed or neutered, and Seller will refund $ _________


If Buyer chooses a replacement puppy/dog, Buyer and Seller shall make prompt arrangements within 10 days of receipt of certified letter and Veterinarian certification for return of the puppy/dog sold herein to Sellers place of business. Buyer shall be responsible for taking good and reasonable care of the puppy/dog until Seller receives it. Costs and related expenses of returning the puppy/dog to Seller shall be the obligation of the Buyer.





4.Puppy/dog will carry the __________________________________ kennel name.


5. Buyer agrees that he/she is not acting as an agent in the purchase or this puppy/dog and that Buyer will not sell this puppy/dog or its progeny to any agent, pet store or guard dog business.





6. Buyer agrees that if it becomes necessary to sell or otherwise dispose of this puppy/dog, Buyer will notify the Seller before taking such action so that the puppy may, at the Sellers' option, be re-purchased by the Seller at the original sale price. Upon notification, the Seller shall have 15 working days to exercise said re-purchase option. Exercise shall be notice in writing sent to Buyer.





7. Buyer agrees that the puppy will reside at the home of the Buyer, have access to a fenced yard, not be chained or tethered, and will be provided with proper housing, a good quality diet, annual shots and exercise. Buyer also agrees that this puppy/dog will not be used as a guard dog for any business. Buyer agrees that at least one basic obedience training course will be completed with the puppy/dog.





8.  Buyer agrees that ownership of the puppy may not be transferred to another person or person(s) without prior approval from the seller.  The Buyer also agrees to return the puppy to the Seller unconditionally in the event the Buyer can no longer care for the puppy or adult dog.








9.  The Buyer agrees to maintain reasonable medical care and shots for the puppy and into adulthood as long as the Buyer retains ownership.





10.  The Buyer agrees to register the purebred Miniature Schnauzer puppy with The American Kennel Club within 3 months from the date of this signed agreement.





11.  The Seller agrees that the puppy shall have a lifetime health guarantee to be free from any congenital or inherited disease that severely affects the overall health of the puppy or adult dog.  In the event that the puppy becomes ill the Seller agrees to replace the puppy or dog with another puppy or dog, as soon as possible.  Buyer may return the puppy or dog, in the event of any unforeseen congenital or inherited illness in exchange for a full refund of purchase price.   


Seller assumes no responsibility for medical expenses associated with the diagnosis or treatment of any congenital or inherited disease.  





12.  The Buyer agrees to have the puppy spade/neutered before the puppy reaches one (1) year of age.  The Buyer agrees to supply a copy of the statement from the veterinarian stating that the spade/neutered surgery has been performed as agreed.








It is the consumer's right, pursuant to section 828.29, Florida Statutes, to receive a certificate of veterinary inspection with each dog or cat purchased from a pet dealer. Such certificate shall list all vaccines and deworming medications administered to the animal and shall state that the animal has been examined by a Florida-licensed veterinarian who certifies that, to the best of his knowledge, the animal was found to have been healthy at the time of the veterinary examination. In the event that the consumer purchases the animal and finds it to have been unfit for purchase as provided in section 828.29(5), Florida Statutes, the consumer must notify the pet dealer within 2 business days of the veterinarian's determination that the animal was unfit. The consumer has the right to retain, return, or exchange the animal and receive reimbursement for certain related veterinary services rendered to the animal, subject to the right of the dealer to have the animal examined by another veterinarian.











This Agreement is made and signed by both parties to insure the well being and protection of this puppy/dog. If the Buyer breaches any part of this Agreement, the Seller is released from any obligations under this Agreement.
